The Sub-Contractor represents that the equipment and personnel furnished for work obtained for Sub-Contractor by Agent shall meet all applicable Federal safety requirements and all pertinent licensing requirements imposed by any municipal, county, state, federal, or governmental agencies. All costs and expenses necessary for such compliance shall be the sole obligation of the Sub-Contractor. All motor vehicle equipment provided by the Sub-Contractor shall be maintained in safe and efficient operating order at the expense of the Independent Contractor, including but not limited to all repairs, normal maintenance, tires, gasoline, oil, parking charges, and fees. In addition thereto, Sub-Contractor shall provide and pay for license fees, union fees and dues, weight fines, and fees assessed by municipal, county, state, federal or other governmental agencies relative to the operation of said equipment.

4.  The Sub-Contractor shall have the right to employ other workers or operators (provided they are properly licensed and qualified) in the performance of work hereunder. The Sub-Contractor shall be solely responsible to and for such workers or operators for any wages, salary, or other compensation, insurance, FICA withholding, etc.

5.  The Sub-Contractor agrees that he shall comply at his own expense with all municipal, counties, and state laws governing liability insurance requirements with respect to the motor vehicle equipment described herein. The Sub-
      Contractor agrees that he shall comply at his own expense with all state workers’ compensation laws as such laws pertain to himself and to any other worker or operator he may engage for the performance of work. The Sub-Contractor understands, acknowledges, and agrees that the Agent shall have no obligation to provide any liability insurance protection or workers’ compensation benefits on behalf of the Sub-Contractor or and worker or operator engaged by the Sub-Contractor.
